Ensure the load is tied off securely or positioned correctly on the trailer and / or flat bed.

Whenever possible load / unload from a trailer into prop cages and then transport into the Studio
using a teddy.

Construction Managers should monitor each task / load and individual.
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Ensure adequate breaks are taken.
